William B, Page, my Grandfather, who mavried Catherine, was, of course
with the Anglo Swiss Condensed Milk Compeny, In 1880 or thereabouts
he came back to the United States and supervised the construction and
operation of a milk plant in his old home town of Dixon, Illineis, W, B.
and Catherine had four sond. The oldest son was Carl; then my Father,
Rowland Buckle Page; then, Hemry A, Page; and the youngest, who is
Walter Page. All four brothers worked in the plant at Dixon at various

Then
he went with the Carnation Company as manager of 81l production, and finall
want with the Bor den Company as manager of all manufacturing plants, Walts
is still alive at age 90, butl is definitely not in goal health and there is a
question as to whether he may not be slipping downhill rether rapidly.

Walter had three children, Catherine, Elsanor, and Henry, the oldest being
Catherine and the youngest, Henry. No doubt Elsanor Page is the Hlsanor
you mention in your lstter,
